Writtle batted first on a breezy day at Paradise Road but never got going from a poor start as Hughes and Batchford (unluckily bowled off his back leg) both fell in the first couple of overs for ducks. Further wickets followed as Lewington (3), Beard (8), Harris (2), Orley (7), Williamson (6) and Marsh (8) followed suit leaving Writtle teetering on the verge of humiliation. Fenton (23) and Cook (12) offered some respite with a 13 over stand of 28 but the inevitable came as Writtle were finally dismissed for 85, Anderson once again challenging the top of the averages with two not outs.
Bentley never looked troubled in their response reaching the target in 15 overs for the loss of two wickets. The moment of the day was the dismissal of Gosling for 32 as a big swing resulted in half the bat ending up at mid-on while the handle remained in the batsman’s hand as the ball clattered into the stumps. Harris took one wicket and Anderson the other as Writtle were crushed by eight wickets.
