Fenton took the first wicket but it wasn’t until Harris (1-46) and R Batchford (2-31) were introduced that Writtle started to take control. Brookweald’s Bradley held the innings together with 59 but Williamson (3-26) and Dias (1-20) continued to turn the screw as Weald ended the innings on 176/9.

This proved to be far too few as Gopisetty opened his shoulders in a brutal innings aided by two dropped chances. His 73 ball stay saw Writtle home with 18 overs to spare and a six to win the game also brought up his maiden 1st XI hundred, finishing 102 not out. Support came from Dias who hit 21 in 16 balls, Beard and Lewington both scored 13 and Matt Thorpe-Apps managed 7*.
