The momentum of the game changed suddenly as R Taylor came in and proceeded to take a liking to the bowling, hitting 35 off Boasman’s two overs and then hitting Fenton for 6 first ball in an over that went for 15. He reached his 50 in no time at all and ably supported by Curtis (24) in a dangerous stand that threatened to win the game for Abridge. Fenton (2-31) bowled Curtis and Taylor soon fell for 75 as the game fell away for the hosts. A direct hit from Gopisetty ran out Phair for 0 before Sheridan wrapped things up as Abridge ended on 229 all out. 
Everybody bowled in Abridge’s innings with varying degrees of success, M Thorpe-Apps, Kalim and Fenton took 2 wickets each with Adarsh and Sheridan chipping in with 1 each.
