Curtis stood firm and rebuilt with Ball but an excellent catch at point by Adarsh removed the latter as Kalim varied his bowling. Matt Thorpe-Apps took three quick wickets to keep Writtle in the hunt and Curtis fell to Fenton, caught well by youngster Alex Matthews for a crucial 77 but the target proved to be 20 runs short as the hosts squeaked over the line with 2 wickets remaining and in the penultimate over.
